What is a success? How do people become famous? These questions have always worried people of all times in course of history. To sum up, it is very good to have a talent. But no talent works without strict discipline and diligence. As H. Jackson Brown said, “Talent without discipline is like an octopus on roller skates. There's plenty of movement, but you never know if it's going to be forward, backwards, or sideways”.
